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Fifth Meeting of the Monitoring Committee of the Interreg NEXT
Romania—Ukraine 2021-2027 Programme

On 27 January 2026, in Tulcea, the fifth meeting of the Monitoring Committee of the
Interreg NEXT Romania—Ukraine 2021-2027 Programme took place, marking an
important step in strengthening cross-border cooperation between Romania and
Ukraine.

The meeting focused on presenting the results of the second call for small-scale
projects, carefully designed to support the Programme’s objectives in education and
good governance. Members of the Monitoring Committee emphasized the quality,
relevance, and cross-border impact of each proposal, ensuring that the selected
projects align with the Programme’s strategic priorities.

Following a rigorous evaluation, the Committee approved 28 small-scale projects:

e 12 projects will focus on improving access to and the quality of education,
modernizing learning approaches, and fostering collaboration between
institutions across the border.

» 16 projects will aim to strengthen good governance, enhance public service
delivery, and promote transparent, accountable administration.

These initiatives will receive a total EU contribution of EUR 15.6 million and are
expected to deliver long-lasting benefits, including stronger institutional capacity,
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procedures, with detailed information soon available on the Programme’s official
website.

In addition, the Committee designated two previously contracted projects as
Operations of Strategic Importance, recognizing their key role in enhancing
regional safety, institutional cooperation, and cross-border operational capacity:

e Flamecontrol (ROUA00386) — implemented by the Suceava County Police
Inspectorate, the “Bucovina” Emergency Inspectorate, and the State Emergency
Service of Ukraine in the Chernivtsi Region, Flamecontrol will strengthen cross-
border emergency response capacities. The project will provide specialized
training for emergency professionals, equip teams with modern vehicles and
intervention tools, and develop essential infrastructure, including the County
Emergency Committee Headquarters. Joint training exercises will ensure
coordinated and efficient operations between Romanian and Ukrainian teams.
By enhancing preparedness and operational efficiency in managing climate-
related and natural disasters, Flamecontrol will serve as a replicable model for
regional cooperation, improving safety and resilience for communities on both
sides of the border.

e Proall (ROUA00392) — led by the General Inspectorate for Emergency
Situations of Romania, in partnership with ISU Maramures, ITPF Sighetu
Marmatiei, and the State Emergency Service of Ukraine in lvano-Frankivsk,
Proall will enhance wildfire response and disaster risk management across the
Romania—Ukraine border region. The project will equip emergency services,
implement coordinated operational procedures, and conduct cross-border
training exercises. By strengthening institutional capacity, preparedness, and
operational efficiency, Proall will help ensure safer and more resilient
communities, reducing vulnerability to wildfires and other hazards.

Both Flamecontrol and Proall have been recognized as Operations of Strategic
Importance due to their critical role in cross-border cooperation, institutional
strengthening, and regional safety, providing long-term, replicable benefits for both
Romania and Ukraine.

Members of the Monitoring Committee also had the opportunity to engage directly
with two projects implemented in Tulcea County, funded under both the previous
and current programming periods.

The meeting reaffirmed Romania and Ukraine’s commitment to cross-border
cooperation, capitalizing on shared opportunities, and highlighted the Programme’s
role as a catalyst for regional development and sustainable partnerships.
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A cincea reuniune a Comitetului de Monitorizare al Programului
Interreg NEXT Roménia—Ucraina 2021-2027

In data de 27 ianuarie 2026, la Tulcea, a avut loc a cincea reuniune a Comitetului de
Monitorizare al Programului Interreg NEXT Romania—Ucraina 2021-2027, marcand
un pas important in consolidarea cooperérii transfrontaliere intre Roménia si Ucraina.

Reuniunea s-a concentrat pe prezentarea rezultatelor celui de-al doilea apel
pentru proiecte Small Scale, conceput pentru a sprijini obiectivele Programului Tn
domeniile educatiei si bunei guvernante. Membrii Comitetului de Monitorizare au
subliniat calitatea, relevanta si impactul transfrontalier al proiectelor, asigurandu-
se ca proiectele selectate sunt in deplina concordanta cu prioritatile Programului.

In urma unei evaluari riguroase, Comitetul a aprobat 28 de proiecte cu valoare
mica:

» 12 proiecte se vor concentra pe imbunatatirea accesului la educatie si a calitatii
acesteia, modernizarea metodelor de invatare si stimularea colaborarii intre
institutiile de ambele parti ale frontierei.

» 16 proiecte vor viza consolidarea bunei guvernante, imbunatatirea furnizarii
serviciilor publice si promovarea unei administratii transparente si responsabile.

Aceste initiative vor beneficia de o contributie totala din partea UE de 15,6 milioane
EUR si se estimeaza ca vor genera beneficii durabile, inclusiv o capacitate
institutionala sporitd, o cooperare transfrontaliera mai stransa si imbunatatiri tangibile
in viata de zi cu zi a comunitatilor locale. Urmatoarele etape vor include lansarea
procedurilor de contractare si implementare, informatii detaliate urméand sa fie
disponibile in curand pe site-ul oficial al Programului.

in plus, Comitetul a desemnat doud proiecte contractate anterior ca fiind Operatiuni
de Importanta Strategica, recunoscand rolul lor cheie in cresterea sigurantei
regionale, a cooperarii institutionale si a capacitatii operationale transfrontaliere:

» Flamecontrol (ROUA00386) - Implementat de Inspectoratul de Politie
Judetean Suceava, Inspectoratul pentru Situatii de Urgentd ,Bucovina” si
Serviciul de Stat pentru Situatii de Urgenta al Ucrainei din regiunea Cernauti.
Flamecontrol va consolida capacitatile transfrontaliere de raspuns la urgente
prin instruirea specialistilor, dotarea echipelor cu vehicule si instrumente de
interventie moderne si dezvoltarea infrastructurii esentiale, inclusiv constructia
sediului Comitetului Judetean pentru Situatii de Urgenta. Exercitiile comune de
antrenament vor asigura operatiuni coordonate si eficiente intre echipele
romane si ucrainene, proiectul servind ca model de cooperare regionala.
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Inspectoratul General pentru Situatii de Urgenta din Roméania, in parteneriat cu
ISU Maramures, ITPF Sighetu Marmatiei si Serviciul de Stat pentru Situatii de
Urgenta al Ucrainei din lvano-Frankivsk. Proall va imbunatati raspunsul la
incendiile de vegetatie si managementul riscurilor de dezastre in regiunea de
frontierd. Proiectul va echipa servicile de urgenta, va implementa proceduri
operationale coordonate si va desfasura exercitii de instruire transfrontaliera,
reducand vulnerabilitatea comunitatilor in fata incendiilor si a altor pericole.

Atat Flamecontrol, cat si Proall au fost recunoscute ca Operatiuni de Importanta
Strategica datorita rolului lor critic in consolidarea institutionala si siguranta regionala,
oferind beneficii pe termen lung pentru ambele tari.

Membrii Comitetului de Monitorizare au avut, de asemenea, ocazia de a interactiona
direct cu doua proiecte implementate in judetul Tulcea, finantate atat in perioada
anterioara, cét si in actuala perioada de programare.

Reuniunea a reconfirmat angajamentul Romaniei si al Ucrainei pentru cooperarea
transfrontaliera, valorificand oportunitatile comune si evidentiind rolul Programului
ca catalizator pentru dezvoltarea regionala si parteneriate durabile.
